First Khutbah

those who put forward good towards others. I testify that there is 

nothing worthy of worship except Allah, the uniquely One, who 

has no partners in His one-ness. And I testify that our Sayyid, 

our Prophet, Sayyiduna Muhammad, is the slave of Allah and 

His Messenger. O Allah, send Your peace and blessings upon 

him and upon whomsoever follows him in guidance until the 

Last Day. 

To Continue: I advise you, O slaves of Allah and myself, with

That I walk with a brother in seeing to a 

need is more beloved to me than that I seclude myself in this 

mosque (i.e. the Mosque of Madinah) for a month. 

[Tabarani in the al-Mu‘jam al-Kabir] 

Indeed, seeing to the needs of people, doing what is good to 

them, extending a helping hand to them, and winning their heart 

is from great morals and good manners that Allah the Mighty 

and Sublime, loves and commands us to embody in His Book.

The Prophets (peace and blessings of Allah be upon all of them) 

used to hasten to benefit the people and meet their needs. So, for 

example we see Zakarriya (peace and blessings of Allah be 

upon him) whom Allah praises alongside his family by saying:
