First Khutbah 

All praises are due to Allah, who has ennobled His slaves so that 

they love Him and are grateful to Him. O Allah for You is all 

praise. You are the Light of the heavens and the earth and 

whatsoever is in it. And I testify that our Sayyid, our Prophet, 

Sayyiduna Muhammad, is the slave of Allah and His 

Messenger. O Allah, send Your peace and blessings upon him 

and upon whomsoever follows him in guidance until the Last 

Day.  

To Continue: I advise you slaves of Allah and myself with the 

Taqwa of Allah, for this is the means by which Allah allows one

[And of the first of these qualities he mentioned] That Allah 

and His Messenger are more beloved to him than anything 

else besides. [Bukhari and Muslim]

means of success and attaining unto Paradise and an eternal life 

of bliss. It is narrated by Anas (may Allah be pleased with him) 

that a man once asked the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah 

be upon him) saying "When is the Hour?" by which he meant 

when is the Day of Judgment. So, the Prophet (peace and 

blessings of Allah be upon him) responded by saying:
