The UAE Fatwa Council has set its value at 25 dirhams 

per person, and it can be given from today. However, the 

best time to offer it is after Fajr on Eid day until the Eid 

prayer. 

So, give it with a willing heart, purify your fasting, please 

your Lord, and bring joy to those in need.
