effort in caring for them. Congratulations to those who are 

keen on their children’s time, who accompany them to the 

prayers, and to gatherings attended by people of virtue and 

honor. 

For indeed, bad companions and idle time can lead to 

dangerous habits, such as drug abuse. And among the most 

important lessons to reflect upon as we remember the 

Hijrah of the Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم is his saying:
