All praise is due to Allah, the Lord of the worlds, who has 

blessed us with the birth of our Prophet Muhammad, صلى الله عليه وسلم     

the Seal of the Prophets, the one who established the 

edifice of virtues in the world, perfected noble traits and 

praiseworthy manners. I bear witness that there is no god 

but Allah, alone without partner, and I bear witness that 

our Prophet Muhammad is the Messenger of Allah. May 

Allah’s peace, blessings, and salutations be upon him, his 

family, his companions, and those who follow him.  

To proceed: I advise you, servants of Allah, and myself, to 

have taqwa of Allah. Allah The Exalted says:  
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“O you who believe! Be mindful of Allah and believe 

in His Messenger, and He will grant you a double 

portion of His mercy, and He will provide for you a 
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light by which you will walk, and He 

will forgive you; and Allah is All-Forgiving, 

 Most Merciful)1 ( .” 

O Believers: We congratulate you on the commemoration 

of the birth of the best of creation, our master and prophet 

Muhammad, may the finest prayers and peace be upon 

him. His coming is the ultimate grace and the supreme 

bounty with which Allah, the Exalted, has favored us.

testimony and most perfect praise:

And when our mother ʿĀ’ishah (may Allah be pleased 

with her) was asked about His character, she asked the 

questioner,  "  
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 “Do you not recite the Qur’ān?” He replied, “Yes.” She 

said, “The character of the Prophet of Allah صلى الله عليه وسلم was the 

Qur’ān)6 ( .”  

Truly, He صلى الله عليه وسلم   embodied the Qur’ān. He faithfully acted on 

everything contained in the Noble Qur’ān, its commands 

and prohibitions, its noble morals and elevated manners.
